General Guidelines

2. Applications are competitive and will be based on need and feasibility of the project proposed.  
3. There is no match for Byrne/Jag funds.  Indirect costs are not allowable under this program.

4. Applicants will be notified in writing if their application is approved or disapproved.  
5. All expenses must have prior written approval from the Office of Homeland Security or they will not be reimbursed.   Allowable expenses are activities that will improve or enhance law enforcement programs related to criminal justice.  Examples include: prosecution and court programs; drug treatment and enforcement programs; planning, evaluation, and technology improvement programs; and crime victim and witness programs other than compensation.  Specific examples include mobile data terminals, police cruisers, technological upgrades, generators, and communications including towers and radios.

6. Expenses are funded on a reimbursement basis.  A Payment Request Form, available on the SD Office of Homeland Security website at http://dps.sd.gov/homeland_security, and copies of invoices or other appropriate documentation of expenses must be submitted to the SD Office of Homeland Security.

7. Federal grants require the Office of Homeland Security to monitor project agreements and contracts to assure compliance with applicable federal requirements and cost principles.   Project monitoring includes reviewing the progress of projects and capital asset verification, as well as compliance with procedures, laws, and regulations and sound operational practices.  Monitoring may be performed through on-site visits, by telephone, or as a desktop review.  Other federal grant requirements may be included in the project agreement.  
Capital asset equipment with a value of $5,000 and over, must be inventoried according to local policy; if there is no local policy, State policy must be followed. 
8. Byrne/Jag must be used to supplement existing funds, and can not replace (supplant) funds that have been appropriated for the same purpose.  
9. If you are requesting approval for food and travel costs specific to Byrne Jag activities, meals, mileage, lodging, and other travel expenses must follow State reimbursement policy.  Reasonable expenses for non-alcoholic beverages at meetings, trainings, and exercises are allowable in addition to the meal allowances.
