FY 2008 Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP) Information 
The FY 2009 Homeland Security Grant Process will be similar to FY 2008.  Local jurisdictions will receive 80% of the grant award, and the State will receive 20% of the grant award. The FY 09 HSGP will still follow a regional concept.  A key change for FY 2009 is the requirement to spend 25% of the grant award on planning, training or exercises.  Further, the grant guidance requires that 25% of the grant award be spent on law enforcement and terrorism prevention activities.  Law enforcement agencies will be required to spend 25% of their allotment on planning, training and exercises. 

Determining which projects to fund at the local level with FY 2009 funds will be a collaborative effort between key stakeholders from many disciplines in their respective jurisdiction.  The planning committee will be chaired by a lead emergency manager chosen by the South Dakota Office of Homeland Security.  The lead emergency manager shall set the agenda for the meeting and provide the State with funding requests.  Jurisdictions not chosen as the “lead” will continue to participate in regional planning meetings.
Information and guidance regarding the FY 2009 HSGP are included in this FY 2009 Grant Workbook.  Consistent with recent practices, local jurisdictions are required to submit a signed original reimbursement agreement, planning committee roster and minutes, and budget detail worksheet.  
As the local grant administrator you are responsible for administering the grant to the best of your ability, if for any reason you are not comfortable with a request or you feel there may be a request which constitutes unauthorized use of federal grant dollars it is important you, document and submit to the State improper uses.  Monitoring visits and/or audits are conducted by the State on an annual basis, therefore; all equipment purchased with grant dollars must be in compliance with appropriate local, State, and Federal guidelines.  It is the local grant administrator’s responsibility to ensure all equipment purchased is on the budget detail worksheet and is in the physical possession of the receiving jurisdiction prior to submitting reimbursement requests.
