2. Applications approved by the SD Office of Homeland Security require a signed agreement between the applicant and the Office of Homeland Security.  All expenses must have prior written approval from the Office of Homeland Security or they will not be reimbursed.   The Office of Homeland Security will not pay for an Item of Expense from more than one year’s grant award.
3. Federal grants require the Office of Homeland Security to monitor project agreements and contracts to assure compliance with applicable federal requirements and cost principles.   Project monitoring includes reviewing the progress of projects and capital asset verification, as well as compliance with procedures, laws, and regulations and sound operational practices.  Monitoring may be performed through on-site visits, by telephone, or as a desktop review.  Other federal grant requirements will be included in the project agreement.  
a. Quarterly progress reports are required; a report form will be provided by HLS.

b. Capital asset equipment, $5,000 and over, must be inventoried according to local policy; if there is no local policy, State policy must be followed.  Equipment must be approved by the Office of Homeland Security and on the Authorized Equipment List (AEL); see www.rkb.us/mel.cfm?subtypeid=549.
4. Trainings and exercises will be coordinated between the homeland security regions, the Office of Homeland Security, and the Office of Emergency Management. Attendance rosters will be required for all funded trainings, exercises, and planning meetings.
5. Environmental and Historic Preservation approval is required for projects that disturb ground, require installation, or have other environmental, historic, or cultural impact.  For information about the FEMA EHP policy, please see: http://www.fema.gov/plan/ehp/index.shtm .
6. Food and Travel Costs.  Reimbursement for meals, mileage, lodging, and other travel expenses will follow State policy.  No food will be reimbursed for meetings outside State travel policies; reasonable expenses for non-alcoholic beverages at meetings, trainings, and exercises are allowable.

Emergency response partners will receive and transmit coordinated and timely information to the public regarding threats to their health, safety, and property.  Under this investment, emergency response partners will increase the effectiveness of the emergency notification system.
· National Infrastructure Protection Plan (NIPP)

Develop and implement a long-term plan that includes sharing information about terrorist threats and other hazards; build security partnerships that include relevant intelligence, threat analysis, and real-time incident reporting; and maximizes efficient use of resources.

· Law Enforcement Information Technology (LEIT)

Provide law enforcement with support for information technology including communication equipment and training that will enable sharing of voice or digital data including fingerprints, photos, and other documentation needed when responding to a potential terrorist or disaster emergency.

· Interoperable Communications (IC)

Improve communication systems in compliance with the NIMS including equipment purchase or upgrades to digital, P25 compliant, narrow banding standards, and be compatible with the state radio network.
· Incendiary Explosive Device/Chemical, Biological, Radiological, Nuclear and Explosive (IED/CBRNE)

Planning, training, and exercises for IED/CBRNE events to provide swift and safe response to potential terrorist attacks, disasters, and emergencies.  The Automated Critical Asset Management System (ACAMS) and regional response teams may be supported through this investment.
